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Abstract:

Urban tourism is considered a highly significant factor in the development of cities due to its strong potential to attract tourists. Sustainable tourism development
is a type of tourism that leads to the management of all resources in a manner that meets the needs of current tourists and host communities without
compromising the ability of future generations to meet their own needs. The development of the tourism industry in Alashtar, without a proper tourism
development planning framework, may result in irreparable damage and losses. In recent years, tourism in Alashtar has experienced a decline in tourist
attraction. This study has been formed with the aim of examining the tourism industry’s impact on sustainable urban development in the city of Alashtar. The
research method is descriptive-analytical, and the data were collected through library and documentary methods, as well as by using a questionnaire. The
statistical population of the research includes two groups: experts and residents of the city of Alashtar. The sample size consisted of 20 experts and 383
residents. For experts, the sampling was done using purposive judgmental sampling, and for residents, simple random sampling was applied. The results of
this study indicated that the economic role component in the tourism industry had the highest impact intensity, with a value of 0.713, while the environmental
role had the lowest impact, with a value of 0.221. Upon examining the forthcoming strategies, it was found that the selected strategy is one of revision or

adaptation. This strategy essentially aims to minimize weaknesses and activate existing opportunities.

Introduction
In recent decades, tourism has emerged as one of the fastest-growing industries worldwide, contributing significantly to
economic, social, and cultural development. Urban areas have increasingly become central destinations in tourism development

strategies due to their dense concentration of cultural heritage, infrastructure, and service capacity. However, unregulated or
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unsustainable tourism growth can result in negative consequences for environmental quality, social cohesion, and urban
livability (1). In response to such challenges, sustainable urban development has been promoted as a guiding framework to
balance the needs of current and future generations. It integrates environmental, economic, and social dimensions to foster
resilience, inclusivity, and ecological balance within cities (2).

Tourists are motivated by internal drivers but are ultimately attracted to destinations due to their external appeal. Urban
centers, with their architectural richness, cultural offerings, and amenities, have successfully positioned themselves as tourist
destinations in the 20th century (3). This has led to intense competition among cities to attract the highest number of visitors
globally (4). To enhance urban tourism, it is first essential to identify existing attractions and then systematically evaluate them.
Such evaluations play a crucial role in infrastructure development, strategic planning, and informed policymaking (5).

Despite its recent conceptual origin, tourism is now recognized internationally as a tool for local and regional development,
primarily due to its potential for job creation, economic diversification, and income generation (6). Sustainable tourism, in
particular, aims to manage tourism resources to meet the needs of present tourists and host communities without compromising
the ability of future generations to meet theirs. It is commonly framed through three core pillars—economic, socio-cultural,
and environmental sustainability (7). Moreover, by optimizing urban and rural tourism resources, it is possible to rejuvenate
neglected structures, promote agricultural-industrial linkages, expand service sectors, and provide a stable economic foundation
for comprehensive regional development (4).

Alashtar, a city with significant historical and ecological resources, faces a set of challenges in achieving sustainable tourism
development. These include inadequate tourism infrastructure, a lack of integrated planning and inter-agency coordination,
vulnerability of natural resources to exploitation, and limited local participation. Additionally, the absence of public awareness
and professional training has led to poor-quality services and a failure to economically empower local residents through
tourism.

Existing studies have predominantly focused on large cities and internationally recognized destinations. As a result, smaller
cities like Alashtar, despite their potential, remain understudied. This research seeks to fill that gap by evaluating the
contribution of tourism to sustainable urban development in Alashtar, a city with notable historical, cultural, and environmental
assets but lacking adequate infrastructural and managerial support. The absence of proper tourism planning frameworks in such
cities can result in irreversible damage to local resources and missed economic opportunities. Existing studies have
predominantly focused on large cities and internationally recognized destinations, such as major metropolises or heritage hubs,
where tourism infrastructures and policies are already well established (3, 4). As a result, smaller cities like Alashtar, despite
their potential, remain understudied. This research seeks to fill that gap by evaluating the contribution of tourism to sustainable
urban development, particularly in a context that lacks comprehensive tourism planning and investment.

Sustainable tourism is defined as tourism that meets the needs of present tourists and host regions while protecting and
enhancing opportunities for the future. It is inseparable from the dimensions of environmental conservation, economic growth,
and social inclusiveness (7). These dimensions must be simultaneously addressed to ensure urban sustainability. Moreover, the
selection of tourist destinations is significantly influenced by a city’s attractiveness and the availability of tourism-related
amenities. Urban tourism, therefore, not only shapes the economy of a city but also its image, culture, and international standing
(5).

In cities such as Alashtar, which are rich in natural resources and cultural heritage, but face challenges like weak

infrastructure, poor transportation, and minimal public engagement, the potential benefits of tourism remain largely untapped.
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Without targeted strategies and stakeholder involvement, cities risk failing to convert their intrinsic assets into viable tourism
opportunities (6). Thus, this study aims to provide a localized, evidence-based model of urban tourism's role in sustainable
development by identifying and evaluating key strengths, weaknesses, opportunities, and threats in the case of Alashtar. This
approach is especially crucial given the limited academic and policy attention afforded to non-metropolitan urban centers in
Iran and elsewhere.

Methods and Materials

This study employs a descriptive-analytical methodology, using both qualitative and quantitative data. Data collection was
carried out through library and documentary research, as well as a structured questionnaire. The statistical population comprised
two main groups: 20 experts selected through purposive judgmental sampling and 383 local residents selected using simple
random sampling. Data analysis involved descriptive statistics to explore respondent demographics and preliminary variable
distributions, followed by structural equation modeling (SEM) using Smart PLS. Reliability and validity of the measurement
model were assessed using Cronbach’s alpha and average variance extracted (AVE). Furthermore, the SWOT (Strengths,
Weaknesses, Opportunities, Threats) analysis framework was integrated with the Analytic Network Process (ANP) using Super
Decisions software to identify and prioritize strategic approaches for tourism development in Alashtar.

Findings

The analysis of demographic data revealed a relatively balanced gender distribution among respondents, with 52.35% male
and 47.65% female participants. The most represented age group was 31-40 years (32.8%), while individuals under 20 years
comprised the smallest segment (7.6%). Regarding educational background, the majority held diplomas or associate degrees
(55.47%), followed by bachelor's degrees (28.65%). Most respondents had lived in Alashtar for six years or more (54.18%),
indicating a stable and experienced local population.

Descriptive statistics indicated varied perceptions across tourism impact dimensions. The economic role of tourism received
the highest mean impact score (M = 2.84), whereas the environmental role registered the lowest (M = 2.19). In terms of internal
consistency, all constructs exhibited satisfactory reliability, with Cronbach’s alpha values exceeding the threshold of 0.7. The
economic role dimension, for instance, had an alpha of 0.7832, and the environmental role had 0.8218, indicating that the
measurement tools were both reliable and robust.

The confirmatory factor analysis showed that all item loadings were significant and above the accepted threshold of 0.5,
confirming convergent validity. The average variance extracted (AVE) for each construct also exceeded the critical value of
0.5, with the economic role scoring 0.8556 and the environmental role 0.8412. These findings validated the constructs’ internal
consistency and model integrity.

In terms of structural modeling results, the R2 value for the dependent variable—sustainable urban development—was 0.699,
suggesting that nearly 70% of its variance could be explained by the four dimensions of tourism (social, economic, physical,
and environmental). This level of explanatory power indicates a strong model fit. Furthermore, the Stone-Geisser Q2 value for
predictive relevance was calculated at 0.356, further confirming the model’s strong predictive capability.

The path coefficients and corresponding t-values confirmed that each of the four tourism dimensions had a statistically
significant effect on sustainable urban development. The economic role had the strongest influence (f = 0.231, t = 2.736),
followed by the physical (B = 0.057, t =2.717), social ( = 0.069, t = 2.362), and environmental (§ = 0.0197, t = 2.266) roles.
These values, all exceeding the critical t-value of 1.96, indicate statistical significance at the 95% confidence level.

Complementary SWOT-ANP analysis revealed that the primary strengths of Alashtar’s tourism potential include favorable

climate, serene environment, and cultural-historical sites. Weaknesses include poor public infrastructure such as lack of
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accommodations and sanitary facilities. On the external side, opportunities include leveraging natural attractions and skilled
local labor, while threats involve insufficient media promotion and high costs of infrastructure development.

Among the strategic alternatives—SO (Strength-Opportunity), ST (Strength-Threat), WO (Weakness-Opportunity), and WT
(Weakness-Threat)}—the WO strategy received the highest composite score (25.89%), making it the optimal path for
sustainable tourism development in the city. This strategy emphasizes minimizing weaknesses while capitalizing on
opportunities.

Discussion and Conclusion

This study aimed to evaluate the role of urban tourism in achieving sustainable urban development in the city of Alashtar.
The results affirm that tourism—particularly its economic dimension—plays a critical role in enhancing urban sustainability.
The economic role had the highest impact, reflecting tourism’s capacity to generate employment, diversify income sources,
and stimulate local economic activity. Although the environmental dimension had the lowest score, its significance should not
be underestimated, as environmental sustainability is a cornerstone of long-term tourism viability.

The findings demonstrate that all four aspects of tourism—economic, social, physical, and environmental—are positively
and significantly associated with sustainable urban development. The strong R? and Q? values underscore the robustness and
predictive capacity of the proposed model. These results validate the argument that even in smaller, less-developed cities like
Alashtar, tourism can serve as a powerful driver for holistic development, provided it is managed strategically.

The SWOT-ANP analysis further enriched the understanding of internal and external factors affecting tourism development.
The prioritization of the WO strategy highlights the importance of addressing existing infrastructural and managerial

shortcomings while simultaneously exploiting untapped opportunities such as natural attractions and cultural heritage.
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
